The first question we are often asked by our clients is: “when should we send ont
our invites?” The general rule is two months before the wedding. Though
if you have relatives or friends coming from abroad, or if the wedding itself
is, one might send them out a little earlier than that or send save the date
cards.

We can easily accommodate to any concepts, designs or themes you have in
mind for the wedding and adapt them to your stationery. Common themes
have included flowers, motifs or specific colour schemes.

With regards to lead-times, it is usually working out the initial design and the
artwork that takes time — so allow a couple of weeks for quotes and artwork
to be finalised, and then about seven to ten working days for the actual
printing.

The initials in the right hand corner translates as: “Praise be to
God” and the line underneath: “May the sound of happiness and of
rejoicing (be heard in the towns of Judah and in the streets of
Jerusalem) the voice of the groom and the voice of the bride.”

a metal plate of the design is produced and rolled across the paper/
card to produce a fine end product)

uses a more modern technique to engraving but produces an equally
impressive effect)

. Dye-Stamping /Engraving (the traditional method - a dye is
produced and pressed onto the paper to achieve a raised effect for the
texct - the ink is matt in comparison to the shinier effect of the thermo
ink and the reverse side of the paper/ card is indented as well)

. Foil Blocking - (a ftechnigue where a stamp is produced and
pressed into the paper/ card to create an indented text - a variety of
coloured foils can be used)

. Blind Embossing (a technigue where a stamp is produced and
pressed onto the paper to achieve a raised effect without die)
